• Use of e-PIG produces a candidate list – 

about 5%  
 

• The GP and healthcare professionals  
make a clinically based decision whether 
to place patients on the register from the 
candidate list - the 1-2% list  

 
• When the doctor is not sure, the patient 

remains on the candidate list and 
regularly reviewed  

 

• It is recommended best practice that 
there is a discussion with the patient and 
their family before being added to the 
register/EPaCCS
